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SECTION C DESCRIPTIONS AND SPECIFICATIONS

This is a performance based statement of work. The effort performed hereunder will be evaluated in accordance with
the performance standards/acceptable quality levels described below and the evaluation methods described in
provision CAR HO7 in Section H.

1. SCOPE AND PURPOSE

The contractor shall provide both broad and specialized scientific, engineering, technical, and program management
support services for submarine and surface ship signature silencing programs (primarily acoustics). This shall include
(but not be limited to): personnel support for submarine and surface ship signature measurement trials; participation
in the development of trial documentation and test plans prior to at-sea periods; the assessment and improvement of
current measurement procedures and systems improvement; support for signature trials and special trials and other
related studies; the assessment of signature measurement systems; and support for data collection, reduction,
analysis, reporting of submarine and surface ship trials data in accordance with established standards; and
engineering and technical services for operation, maintenance, repair and logistics support to the NSWCCD
facilities and on-water assets located at Naval Base Kitsap, Bangor (NBK Bangor).

These contractor support tasks shall include the development of trial documentation and test plans prior to each at-
sea period as well as the preparation of final reports following the completion of trials. Engineering and technical
support areas efforts shall encompass radiated, platform, sonar self, structureborne, and airborne noise measurement
disciplines, as well as trials planning and coordination, signature measurement system design and support, and data
processing system design and support. Ongoing program management support shall also be provided to implement
short and long term program assessment, administrative support, funding profiles, cost cycles and analysis, resource
management including staffing, and program documentation. Furthermore, support will be required for special
silencing projects. Additionally, for services performed at the contractor’s facilities, such as the development of
reports, it is required that the contractor have a computer software compatible with the standards at NSWCCD using
word processing system that is PC based and compatible with Microsoft Office 2000. For the purpose of this
document, the term “signature” will typically focus on acoustic signatures, however, it could also include magnetic,
underwater electrical potential, radar cross-section, and/or electro optical signatures.

2. TASK REQUIREMENTS

The specific tasks to be performed in support of the mission of the Naval Surface Warfare Center, Carderock
Division, Detachment Puget Sound (NSWCCD DET) shall be within the scope of those outlined in the subsequent
paragraphs. Tasks shall be performed at a variety of locations, e.g. NSWCCD DET main offices at NBK Bangor,
onboard US or foreign naval submarines or surface ships during the conduct of trials, SEAFAC, STAFAC, SFTF,
forward deployed portable measurement systems and/or at the contractor’s facilities. The contractor is expected to be
able to perform in a “team” environment, consisting of government employees, armed forces representatives,
shipbuilders or other contractor support. Efforts will proceed in each of the areas in parallel, with the results of
investigation and testing in each area directly affecting work in other areas.

2.1 Ocean Engineering Projects

The Contractor shall provide engineering and technical support for the planning, conduct and execution of Ocean
Engineering Projects conducted at the NBK Bangor and remote locations. These services support the research,
development, testing, and evaluation associated with: underwater acoustic data acquisition and processing systems;
surface and subsurface navigation and tracking systems (hardware and software); acoustic noise characterization
and performance measurement of ROV’s, UUV’s, and other specialized underwater tools; sonars, dopplers, and mine-
hunting hardware; and operational and logistics exercises in support of fleet training and special forces exercises.
Support shall include preparation of test plans and procedures, agendas, and documentation; identification of
required instrumentation, data acquisition and processing methods; design and set up of special test equipment; and
collection, analysis and evaluation of acoustic signature and non-acoustic/electromagnetic data. Support shall be
provided in the development and preparation of reports, technical analyses, recording of minutes and proceedings of
special ship silencing committees, and assessment of research and development programs. The Contractor shall also
provide engineering and technical support for the maintenance, repair, and operation of the NBK Bangor facilities
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including: Facilities and systems of Building 7131 (NSWC DET offices and laboratory), Building 7132 (pier,
transfer span and pontoon), and Building 7133 (sips services support building); specialized equipment (e.g.
electrical, electronic, mechanical and diving systems, subsystems and components); working marine platforms and
vessels (e.g. M241 Barge, RCB-1 Barge, R/V Sea State One, and Surface Support Small Boats); , weight handling
equipment (e.g. cranes, hoists, lifts and rigging gear); and/or other unique equipment (e.g. project and customer
specific equipment utilized during RDT&E activities). Specifically the contractor shall be required to:

2.1.1 Provide engineering and technical services to operate, maintain, and repair electrical, electronic and mechanical
systems, subsystems and components. The electrical/electronic systems include: acoustic measurement equipment
(sensors and hydrophones); acoustic data acquisition and signal processing equipment; navigation and tracking
systems, equipment and devices (acoustic, microwave and GPS); Communications equipment (radios, intercoms and
telephones); power generators and conditioners; computer hardware and software; and all associated interfaces,
cabling, connections and terminations. The mechanical systems include items such as: lifting/hoisting equipment;
winches and associated rigging gear; small gasoline engines; small boats marine outboard and inboard motors;
hydraulic power packages and marine (diesel) propulsion systems; and heating, ventilating and air conditioning
systems.

2.1.2 Conduct diving operations in support of operations, maintenance and repair, and provide engineering and
technical services to operate, maintain and repair associated contractor-owned diving systems, subsystems,
components and equipment. Diving capabilities shall include scuba, scuba AGA and surface-supplied to depths of
100 ft. of seawater. No Navy-owned diving equipment, or Navy diving personnel, shall be utilized by the contractor
during the execution of this contract. Diving operations shall be conducted in accordance with OSHA requirements
set forth in 29 CFR 1910 Subpart T for commercial diving operations, and support up to two working divers,
conducting work associated with ship’s husbandry, underwater assembly, disassembly, rigging, welding/cutting, and
inspections. The spontaneity and frequency of required diving operations is indeterminate and therefore constitutes
the need for diving to be an integral part of the contractor's support infrastructure. The contractor shall be
responsible for diving safety and for developing and maintaining all required procedures, documentation, records and
qualifications, and satisfy requirements set forth in NSWCCD Diving Instructions (CARDEROCKDIVINST 3150.5)
and Notices regarding contract diving operations.

2.1.3 Provide engineering and technical services to operate, maintain and repair working marine platforms (barges,
vessels and small boats), and their respective systems, subsystems and components as required and recommended
by respective equipment manufacturer's instructions. These systems include: marine (diesel) electrical power
generators and conditioners (including all associated engine machinery/hardware, interfaces, cabling, connections
and terminations); hydraulic power packages; salt-water cooling systems (including all hardware and piping, sea
chest, etc.); fresh water and septic systems (including all hardware and piping); diesel fuel storage, transfer and re-
fueling systems (including all hardware and piping); holding, storage and ballast tanks (pumps, piping and
ventilation); low and high pressure air systems (including all piping and hardware) fire suppression systems
(including water, co2 and portable components); bilge systems; lighting systems; and all safety and alarm systems.

2.1.4 Support all requirements of NAVFAC P-307 and the NSWCCD DET Local Instruction for Weight Handling
Equipment Operation, Maintenance & Certification and record keeping at NSWCCD DET. This includes all cranes,
hoists, and associated rigging gear. The support shall include: conducting required maintenance, inspections and
certifications to ensure equipment is maintained in operational condition; maintaining all required documentation (e.g.
maintenance, operations, inspection, and certification records); completing all training and licensing required for
maintenance and operation of government owned weight handling equipment (WHE). For training, the contractor
shall schedule and complete required safety and technical, certification and licensing programs and courses
sponsored by the government, as specified in Section 15 of NAVFAC instruction P-307. For licensing, the Contractor
shall designate in writing the official and organization responsible for the management and administration of the
program for instructing, examining and licensing of operators of WHE. The official responsible for the license
program shall designate in writing, instructors and performance examiners having qualifications as set forth in
NAVFAC instruction P-307. All Contractor personnel licensed under this program shall meet the P-307 personal and
physical qualifications, including a physical examination by a licensed health care professional.

2.1.5 The Contractor, in conducting the services described above, shall participate in the NSWCCD DET Safety and
Industrial Hygiene and Environmental Training and Awareness Programs. At a minimum, Contractor on-site
personnel shall be required to undergo site specific training and provide services to ensure provisions are maintained
for: Energy Control Program (lockout / tag out); Use of Personal Protective Equipment; Proper Lifting Techniques and
Fall Protection; Hazardous Material Control and Management; Hazardous Waste Management; Solid Waste
Management and Recycling; Pollution Prevention and Oil and Hazardous Substance Spill Response. As workplace
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hazards or deficiencies are identified, the contractor shall document the hazard or deficiency, implement corrective
actions, and when corrective actions are completed, maintain an appropriate historical record.

2.1.6 Selected positions who will work on-site at the NSWCCD DET NBK Bangor facilities should be "eligible" for
access to TS SCI. This will be shown in the eligibility block of JPAS as "SCI" or as a "V" code in the eligibility for
access block of DCII. The personnel may only have been granted access to SECRET information but they need to be
eligible to be granted access to TS SCI information. Selected positions include but are not limited to divers, barge
master, mechanical specialist, electronics technician, and logistics coordinator.

2.1.7 Performance Requirements Summary
Primary Performance Objectives:

(1) Support the maintenance, repair & logistics of NSWCCD DET NBK Bangor facilities. Support will include:
Facilities and equipment repair & maintenance, mobilize & demobilize support equipment, coordinate outside agency
maintenance. Performance Standard/AQL: Accurate/effective support provided; meeting non-essential maintenance
requirements 95% of the time, and essential maintenance requirements 100% of the time. (eg: crane maintenance per
Navy regulations). Performance Assessment Method: Review of contractor’s performance & adherence to schedule,
via onsite monitoring.

(2) Update & maintain maintenance logs/databases. Performance Standard/AQL: Accurate/complete deliverables
received on schedule, 95% of the time. Performance Assessment Method: Review of deliverables & adherence to
schedule.

(3) Support the Special Operations at NBK Bangor and remote sites. Support will include: engineering design, on-
water & small boat operations, dive services, mobilize/demobilize project equipment, facilities & material preparation.
Performance Standard/AQL: Accurate/effective support provided, meeting Project’s requirements 95% of the time.
Performance Assessment Method: Review of contractor’s performance & adherence to schedule, via onsite
monitoring and/or the contractor’s trip report.

(4) Collect/deliver operations data packages to the cognizant Naval authority. Performance Standard/AQL:
Accurate/complete deliverables received on schedule, 95% of the time. Performance Assessment Method: Review of
deliverables & adherence to schedule.

(5) Effective cost control. Performance Standard/AQL: Funds and resources are used in a cost effective manner &
costs are within task order cost estimates. Performance Assessment Method: Bi-weekly monitoring of the task order
summary and monthly invoice review.

(6) Quality of services. Performance Standard/AQL: Quality of services meet or exceed task order requirements 95% of
the time. Performance Assessment Method: Regular communications between the contractor & task order manager
(TOM).

2.2 Signature Measurement, Data Acquisition, and System Development Support

2.2.1. The contractor shall provide tracking and navigational aids hardware and software support. These efforts shall
include the analysis of acoustic, RADAR and GPS tracking requirements, identification of signal processing
techniques and methods, development of system specifications, determination of adequacy of commercial off the
shelf (COTYS) instrumentation and/or software, development of software for tracking submerged and surface targets,
determination of interfacing requirements with ship systems (e.g. sonar and fire control) and validation and
verification of system operability and accuracy.

The Contractor shall provide software development for existing tracking and navigational aids systems. Systems
requiring support include STANAS, EWS, SARTS, ARTS, BARB, tracking pingers, and tracking Software. This
software development would primarily provide improved tracking reliability, efficiency, and/or user operability to
presently used systems. Documentation of existing and modified software and development of system user manuals
would be required for all related tasks.

2.2.2 The Contractor shall provide signature measurement and data acquisition system development support for
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various ship signature measurements. This shall include the acquisition and processing of radiated noise,
structureborne noise, platform, and sonar self-noise data. These efforts shall include the analysis of acoustic trial
reporting requirements, identification of signal processing techniques and methods, an evaluation of systems
requirements, development of system specifications, determination of adequacy of COTS instrumentation and/or
software, development of software for acquisition and analysis systems, determination of interfacing requirements
with ship systems (e.g. sonar and fire control), and validation and verification of data acquisition system operability
and accuracy. After researching available technology, the contractor would develop system specifications, overall
system architecture, and software for the operation of the measurement system. All development efforts will include
system documentation and user guides, and development of test plans.

The Contractor shall provide software development and support for existing acoustic trial measurement and data
acquisition and processing systems. This software development would primarily provide improved signal processing,
efficiency, or user operability to presently used systems. Documentation of existing and modified software and
development of system user manuals would be required for all related tasks.

2.2.3 The Contractor shall provide measurement systems validation support. This support will range from on water
support to in lab support of measurement acquisition and analysis systems and could occur at any of the NSWCCD
measurement sites or forward deployed areas. The support will include, but not be limited to, system operation, test
direction, test plan development, development of validation plans and reporting.

2.2.4 The Contractor shall provide technical support in the development and maintenance of the individual database
management systems. This includes both hardware and software. These database management systems provide
historical data storage and retrieval, class statistical analyses, and trend analysis. This support shall include
evaluation of database management system requirements, development of system specifications, identification of
system components, software development, software validation and verification, software maintenance, development
of system documentation and user guides, and data entry. As appropriate, the contractor shall apply expert system
technology to database management systems so analysts can reduce the time necessary to analyze data.

2.2.5 The Contractor shall conduct studies and develop transfer functions, procedures and techniques to predict
submarine radiated noise using onboard sensors. The sensors of interest include, but are not limited to, platform
noise hydrophones, hull and machinery mounted accelerometers, and towed arrays. This shall involve the analysis of
the relationships between the radiated noise and the onboard sensor data for a wide range of ship operating
conditions. These relationships are expressed in terms of transfer functions between platform noise and radiated
noise and between structureborne noise and radiated noise. These studies shall be conducted for existing and future
classes of ships and shall be utilized for implementation within onboard monitoring systems. In the development of
these transfer functions and monitoring techniques, the contractor shall determine the accuracy of the various
techniques in terms of frequency coverage, specific ship operating conditions, sensor locations, types and numbers,
and processing and averaging schemes. Potential techniques and methods shall be evaluated at-sea to determine
applicability and usage. For this, the Contractor shall develop experiments, provide test documentation and conduct
studies to demonstrate the capability of different techniques. Data analysis, processing methods, and ship
procedures that can be implemented by the fleet or within fleet systems shall be identified and developed. Guidance
for data interpretation shall also be provided to fleet users of the developed techniques and methods.

2.2.6 The Contractor shall provide engineering and scientific support in the localization, identification, and definition
of shipboard noise sources. These efforts shall be in support of noise sources/acoustic problems on specific ships,
classes of ships, or in support of new ship designs. In this task, the contractor shall analyze the full range of acoustic
data available from the Submarine Acoustic Trials Program including radiated noise, platform and sonar self-noise,
and structureborne noise. Of particular interest shall be the development of noise source localization techniques and
procedures to correlate radiated noise sources to shipboard measurements. Investigate and evaluate ways to
improved radiated noise source localization methods and algorithms to determine the specific areas of the submarine
hull which is radiating noise. Noise sources and propagation paths for vibration sources controlling the bow area
sonars shall also be investigated and evaluated using platform noise hydrophones and hull/structurally mounted
accelerometers.

As part of this effort, the Contractor shall develop experiments and tests that shall be conducted during Submarine
Acoustic Trials to identify and quantify specific noise sources and/or source localization techniques. This shall
include test planning, equipment and processing technique identification, test conduct, and post-test data analysis
and reporting.

2.2.7 The contractor shall provide technician support for the fabrication of special trial and or test gear in support of
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NSWC missions. This could include equipment set up, test, and calibration, the fabrication of cable assemblies, the
fabrication of electronic test fixtures, equipment setup, and integration on board test vessels or shore facilities. This
would also include the disassembly, packaging, and shipping of instrumentation and trial support equipment to and
from the test vessel and or shore facility.

2.2.8 Performance Requirements Summary

2.3 Submarine and Surface Ship Signature Data Measurement and Analysis

2.3.1. Acoustic Trial Support for radiated, platform, and structureborne noise. This work will be in support of acoustic
trials, TOMAs, fleet support, and other various noise measurements in the field. The work may include engineering
and technician support prior to, during, and following the measurement and involves planning, equipment setup, data
acquisition, data analysis, and reporting.

2.3.2 The Contractor shall conduct studies and perform analytical investigations related to the detection and
detectability characteristics of current and future classes of submarines. The overall context of these efforts shall be
that the D&D ranges are understood in terms of being a consequence of the ship's radiated and sonar self-noise
characteristics. As part of this, the Contractor shall analyze Submarine Acoustic Trial data from specific ships and
prepare D&D reports for fleet usage. These reports and the corresponding deliverables are used to provide
submarine operators a real-time assessment of the D&D consequences of current ship operations and noise
characteristics. The contractor shall also evaluate the currently used D&D models to determine if the acoustic
vulnerability methodologies are consistent with threat sonar characteristics, real-world environments, sonar signal
processing advances, and submarine operations and tactics. The Contractor may participate in the evaluation and
development of the D&D report requirements for new submarines and submarine classes. This may include a review
and assessment of sensor and equipment characteristics; missions and expected tactics; non-acoustic detection
considerations; onboard monitoring capabilities and procedures; and combat system computer processing and input
requirements.

2.3.3 The Contractor shall conduct studies, investigations, and analyses of transient noise sources, noise
mechanisms, transmission characteristics, and potential detectability characteristics against threat sensor systems.
These efforts shall include the analysis of radiated noise and onboard sensors as well as the development of
measurement techniques and procedures. Specific efforts shall be keyed to the identification and quantification of
transient noise producing sources, evaluation of source components and operations that cause the transient noise,
and evaluation of transient noise consequences. Class investigations shall be conducted that consider the ship
missions and operating requirements for the systems/evolutions that are known to produce transient noise. As part
of this effort, the Contractor shall also be required to plan and conduct at-sea evaluations to monitor transient noise
sources, determine silencing techniques and system modifications, evaluate the effectiveness of silencing designs,
and develop measurement and data analysis procedures and methods.
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2.3.4 The Contractor shall perform studies, analyze test results, and provide evaluations in support of submarine
silencing and ship design. These efforts shall include the analysis of the noise characteristics on present classes of
submarines, the identification of silencing techniques that can be applied to correct existing acoustic deficiencies, the
evaluation of prototype installations on submarines, and the investigation of noise mechanisms and transmission.
Noise mechanisms and transmission characteristics shall be evaluated during full scale acoustic trials and with
vessels suspended at the SEAFAC Static Site, or during RDT&E activities for systems, subsystems or components at
NSWCCD DET NBK Bangor facilities and remote locations. The Contractor shall develop tests and experiments for
the Static Site trials which shall evaluate the mechanisms and relationship of near field and far field radiating
signatures of full scale vessels. The Contractor shall provide test planning for these experiments, identify test
requirements, determine measurement and data processing needs, develop sensor configurations and locations,
provide test conduct support, and analyze and report the results.

2.3.5 The Contractor shall provide engineering and technical support for the planning, conduct and execution of full
scale submarine, and surface ship, and other signature measurement trials. Specific efforts shall include: operation of
the trial ranging systems and, in the case of submarine trials, the fire control system to insure that acoustic run
geometries are maintained in accordance with agenda requirements; coordination with ships forces to insure that ship
operating conditions such as speed, depth and machinery lineups are in accordance with agenda requirements;
coordination with measurement and analysis personnel to ensure that acoustic problems are properly documented
and information on deficiencies is transmitted to necessary on-site activities involved with problem resolution; and
involvement in trial planning stages to develop agenda inputs based on the given technical requirements.

Required support shall include
preparation of test plans and procedures, agendas, and documentation; identification of required instrumentation,
data acquisition and processing methods; design of special test equipment; and collection, analysis and evaluation
of acoustic and non-acoustic data. Support shall be provided in the development and preparation of reports,
technical analyses, recording of minutes and proceedings of special ship silencing committees, and assessment of
research and development programs.

Under this task, the Contractor shall prepare presentation
materials including, but not limited to, video tapes, technical information documentation, visual aids and
transparencies, multi-media presentations, briefing materials, and written articles for publication in professional or
trade journals.

In supporting
program management of silencing programs, the contractor shall provide short and long term program assessment,
resource and personnel management and leveling including staffing, cost cycles and analysis, develop and maintain
program metrics, develop and implement program process improvements, and provide program management training
and documentation.

2.5.3 The contractor shall provide technical editors able to assemble technical documents. The editors shall have a
high degree of proficiency using Microsoft Office, particularly MS Word. Extensive skills in formatting of documents
to comply with Submarine Acoustic Signature Maintenance Program (SASMP) report formatting guidelines is
required. The editors will be required to solicit and compile input from various engineers located in different technical
and geographic areas. Computer skills are required to efficiently organize, edit and store multiple electronic inputs
from multiple reports simultaneously.

2.5.4 The contractor shall provide support for managing plant property which could include periodic audits and
tracing the location of plant account material, filling out required government forms for disposal of property,
maintaining property lists, physical inspection, and removal of storage media from ADP equipment prior to disposal.
Packing and palletizing equipment for transfer to DRMO.
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2.5.5 The contractor shall provide support for managing the detachment’s classified document control and library.
Functions will include checking classified documents in and out to users, transfer of document to outside agencies,
periodic audits, tracing of the document control, and forwarding and receipt of messages.

(3) increase or decrease the contract price or estimated amount (including fee), as applicable,

the level of effort, or the time required for task order performance; or

(4) change any of the terms, conditions or specifications of the task order.

(c) If, in the opinion of the Contractor, any technical instruction calls for effort outside the scope of the task order

or is inconsistent with this requirement, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing within ten (10)
working days after the receipt of any such instruction. The Contractor shall not proceed with the work affected by the
technical instruction unless and until the Contracting Officer notifies the Contractor that the technical instruction is
within the scope of this task order.

(d) Nothing in the paragraph (c) of this clause shall be construed to excuse the Contractor from performing that
portion of the task order statement of work which is not affected by the disputed technical instruction.
